BO has not been at the unit long however she was only here one night before going away to stay at her mother’s house for a few days. BO did meet the other YP’s and engaged with them and staff. She has a decent relationship with mum it appears.








BO has spent most of this week at her mother’s house so it has been hard to assess her emotional wellbeing given the limited time with her. However, BO was pleased to be at Willows and liked her room and the communal spaces.
